FDA approves Tylan for AFB

The U.S. Food and Drug Administration
(FDA) has approved TYLAN (tylosin tartrate)
Soluble for the control of American foulbrood
(AFB) in honeybees.

FDA reviewed extensive data to ensure the
product met all necessary effectiveness,
animal health, human food safety, and
environmental standards. FDA has
concluded that the honey derived from
honeybees fed tylosin tartrate is safe when
the bees are fed according to the approved
labeling.

Label instructions indicate that honeybee
colonies should receive three treatments
administered as a dust in
confectioners/powdered sugar. The dose is
applied (dusted) over the top bars of the
brood chamber once weekly for 3 weeks.
The drug should be fed in the early spring or
fall and consumed by the bees before the
main honey flow begins to avoid
contamination  of  production  honey.
Complete treatments at least 4 weeks prior
to main honey flow.
